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Artist Statement

By utilizing experimental processes and repetition of mark making I create visually interesting paintings and hybrid forms.  I single out a mark, such as a brushstroke or a drip, and then repeat that mark in peculiar ways and on peculiar surfaces.  Some of the processes include blowing and dripping paint.  My newest series of paintings employ stacks of individual droplets. These droplets extend off the surface and become intriguing characters.

The simple domestic materials I work with include thread, fabric, straight pins, and plastic.  While the process of applying the paint is similar, these hybrid pieces tend to be quieter and somewhat minimal.  I combine materials and processes in these hybrid forms to add subtle, conceptual implications to my work.
